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On the last Sunday of each liturgical year, the Church
celebrates the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the
Universe, or Christ the King.

This solemnity reminds us that while governments come and
go, Christ reigns as King forever. The Church calls us to
acknowledge Christ's kingship with our whole lives:

He must reign in our minds, which should assent with perfect
submission and firm belief to revealed truths and to the
doctrines of Christ. He must reign in our wills, which should
obey the laws and precepts of God. He must reign in our
hearts, which should spurn natural desires and love God above
all things, and cleave to him alone. He must reign in our bodies
and in our members, which should serve as instruments for the
interior sanctification of our souls, or to use the words of the
Apostle Paul, ‘as instruments of justice unto God.’
